The governor’s office last month announced that Cape
Cod and the islands will get $765,289 to establish a
new regional network to help reduce homelessness in
this region. Housing Assistance Corporation is the
convening agency for the grant, allocated through the
Massachusetts Interagency Council on Housing and
Homelessness.

The grant is one of eight that will be awarded around
the Commonwealth for a total of $8 million. The
networks will help better coordinate, integrate, and
implement innovative services focused on securing
permanent housing options for homeless individuals
and families, and ultimately reduce the need for
emergency assistance shelters.

According to the proposal, the regional network to
serve the Cape and islands will focus on keeping
individuals and families in their current communities
and providing them with services and housing where
their support systems already exist. The key features
of the plan include the creation of a 24-hour phone
triage system and a case management council that
focuses on prevention, diversion, rapid rehousing and
stabilization. The regional network will be overseen by
the Leadership Council to End Homelessness on Cape
Cod and the Islands.

“Our intent is, first and foremost, to keep people from
losing their housing or entering the shelter system. To
do that, we need to be responsive and creative in
providing immediate attention and solutions that will
allow them to stay where they are or get into a housing
situation that will work until more permanent housing
is found,” said Allison Rice, vice president of operations
for HAC overseeing shelter services. “Beyond
prevention, we will work diligently on getting people
already in shelter or on the streets into housing as
quickly as possible and then to provide them with
comprehensive case management so that they will
have the tools, information and support that will help
them retain their housing.”

HAC Receives Funding for Regional Network
Although HAC is the convening agency for the grant,
the funds will be distributed to agencies across the
region that serve the homeless. Those agencies include,
among others, Duffy Health Center, Community Action
Committee of the Cape and Islands, CHAMP Homes,
Homeless Prevention Council, and Cape Cod Council of
Churches.

“It is exciting to have the opportunity to strengthen the
Leadership Council on the Cape and islands.  This
grant will provide an opportunity for multiple agencies
and stakeholders to work together to reduce
homelessness and assure safe, affordable housing for
many on Cape Cod and the islands,” said Estella
Fritzinger, executive director of CACCI and a member
of the Leadership Council executive committee.
The award to HAC was less than the $900,000 that had

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New Shopping Club
Benefits HAC
A new members-only, buy-local shopping club offers
discounts from participating Cape retailers and donates
10 percent of membership fees to a group of local
nonprofits, including Housing Assistance Corporation.

Cape Cod Community Club, launched in November,
aims to encourage consumers to buy from locally owned
businesses.  More than 100 retailers, who pay a mini-
mum joining fee of $100, already participate.  They
represent many retail categories, including automotive
services, home products, restaurants, clothing, jewelry,
salons and health centers.  Most businesses offer a 10
percent discount.

Individual membership costs $29.  Both member
shoppers and retailers may designate one of several
nonprofit groups to receive 10 percent of membership
fees.  The Cape program is modeled after Our Island
Club, a Martha’s Vineyard shopping club which in three
years has donated about $60,000 to local charities.

New Year, New Home
A Room of One’s Own for All

After budgeting, sacrificing and saving for two years,
a local family has purchased a home through Housing
Assistance Corporation just in time to celebrate the
new year there, a celebration even sweeter because
each of their three young children will finally have a
room of their own.

Francis and Betsy Mulcahy, currently of Harwich,
attended one of HAC’s Homebuyer Education Workshops
about two years ago and learned what they needed to do
if they wanted to realize their dream of home ownership.
For the past five years, they have lived in a two-
bedroom rental apartment with their children, ages 7,
10 and 11.  Rent is due weekly.

“We knew what path we had to take.  It was hard
work,” said Betsy Mulcahy.  “It meant living on a
budget and giving up some things, like eating out.”

The Mulcahys, both of whom work on the Cape,
eventually received a mortgage from Sovereign Bank
and had seen a house for sale in Harwich that they
liked.  When they discovered that it was under contact
already, their banker referred them to HAC to explore
its housing inventory.  In November, they looked at  a
three-bedroom, two-bathroom home for sale in Sandwich
with Gael Kelleher, HAC’s real estate director.   One
thing led to another.

“Things moved very quickly after that,” said Betsy.
“Gael is awesome.  Everyone at HAC has been
wonderful.”

The Mulcahys closed on the house in mid-December
and are looking forward to making it theirs.   Betsy
plans to turn a den into a small bedroom for the
couple’s youngest child.  All the children, who will
attend a new school in January, are very excited about
having their own rooms.  Betsy is planning a space of
her own as well – a sewing room in the basement.

New Year, New Challenges, New Plans

A new year, a new beginning. Or, is it more of the same old thing? Is Washington really
going to change? Will this year be better? Can we keep our new year’s resolutions? Will
I finally be able to reduce my debts or will I finally lose weight? Will I mend fences or
build new ones? Will I keep taking on too much?

And even with dropping housing
prices, our clients’ needs are greater than ever. Public funding and donations may well drop – we’ve
already seen signs of that - but we must keep up our efforts to meet critical needs.

How can we keep
HAC healthy financially so we can continue to help people when local, state and federal govenments are
broke and donors have lost half their net worth with declining asset values?

We’ll start with the strategic plan, which will involve ideas from many sources: our board, community
volunteers, staff, and all of you, through solicited feedback via, among other ways, HAC beat.

I expect that  –  HAC-with your help  – will be even more effective at the end of 2009 even if we and others
continue to struggle. What we do is too important to let it succumb to the pressure to stop trying so hard.

been requested. The executive committee of the Leadership Council will determine how to reallocate the funds across
the Cape, Martha’s Vineyard and Nantucket with the new figure. Additionally, many local funds are being leveraged
to extend the reach of this grant. That includes funds that the Duffy Health Center recently received for case
management and other grants that have been awarded specifically to boost the impact of this grant.

 “These eight new networks align Massachusetts with the federal focus on local strategies framed by a public-private
sector collaboration on prevention and intervention using innovative initiatives that will be better for the community,
better for the homeless person, and better for the taxpayer,” said United States Interagency Council on Homelessness
Executive Director Philip Mangano.  "Governor Patrick and Lt. Govenor Murray are to be commended for moving the
Masachusetts model to the forefront of state responses in ending the long misery of homelessness for our poorest
neighbors."

"Today's announcement is another important step forward by the Patrick-Murray Adminsitration to put an effective,
long-lasting infrastructure in place to ensure that we get the right resources to the right people at the right time,"
said ICCH Executive Director Bob Pulser.  "in doing so, we will eventually see a dramatic decrease in our homeless
population and the need for emergency sheltering."

Hundreds of callers from the Cape to the Carolinas
netted the fifth annual NOAH Telethon more than
$46,500 on December 17.  The support of more than
300 generous donors and the efforts of more than
130 volunteers contributed to the successful event.
All proceeds directly benefit the operation of the
NOAH Center in Hyannis.

This year’s Telethon featured a new performing
arts competition called “Catch a Cape Cod Star,” to which
local artists submitted performance videos showcasing
their talents.  The first-prize winner was singer Julia
Estatkie of Marstons Mills.  The first and second runners-

up were singer Megan McMahon of Forestdale and singer Allie Jason
of Chatham, respectively.  The three finalists’ performances were
cablecast during the Telethon and they received a selection of professional
services from Russ Price of Cape Cod Image Center and Talent Agency.

“The generosity of our Telethon supporters creates instant holiday
spirit,” said Marjorie Sanson, director of Resource Development. “We
are so grateful for every donation – from the $6 donated by a child in
response to a family challenge to the $5,000 gift.

Generous Donors Push NOAH Telethon Over the Top
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Energy Budget Boost
Benefits More Households

A generous grant from Cape Light Compact enabled
Housing Assistance Corporation’s Energy and Home
Repair Department to provide weatherization services
and energy audits to more low-income Cape families
before the coldest weather set in.

The timely $97,000 award, which was underwritten by
the Massachusetts Department of Public Utilities,
stipulated that the funds were to be used for energy-
related assistance by December 22.

“It gave us money beyond our annual budget to use
earlier in the winter season,” said Energy Program
Operations Manager Ruth Bechtold.  “We were able to
provide services to more families before the holidays.”

As a result of the additional funding, both HAC’s
energy analysts and their contractors assumed a heavier
workload to meet the December deadline, completing
about twice the usual number of projects in October and
November.  In the process, they identified some special
projects for immediate attention, such as installing
extensive weatherization measures and replacing
refrigerators at Dennis Housing Authority's Senior
Housing.

“The past year has been a challenging one to help
customers meet heating costs.  We were really pleased
to get approval from DPU for the extra funding,” said
Kevin Galligan of Cape Light Compact.

At year-end, the department had served more than 525
housing units, a 33% increase over 2007.  Bechtold
extended appreciation to JoAnne Cournoyer and all the
HAC staff and contractors who helped to meet the goal
while maintaining the department’s quality standards.

10 Easy Money-Saving Energy Tips

1. Close fireplace damper.
2. Remover window A/C units and lock windows tightly.
3. Place a draft stopper at door bottoms and window

sills.
4. Heat only rooms that you use in winter.
5. Install a programmable thermometer and keep

temperature at 68 degrees.
6. Reverse ceiling fans to circulate warm air.
7. Move furniture or draperies away from heating

elements and vents.
8. Turn off lights in unoccupied rooms.
9. Open drapes during sunny days; close tightly at

night.
10. Take advantage of public places, such as libraries,

senior centers or malls.

Energy Team Saves Lives

Marc Campbell saved a woman’s life last month simply
by doing his job.

Early in December, Energy Program Coordinator
JoAnne Cournoyer received an alert from South Shore
Community Action, which administers fuel assistance,
that an elderly woman in Hyannis was having some
trouble wi th  her  heat ing system. Cournoyer
immediately asked Energy Analyst Campbell to check
out her property.

On arriving there, Campbell noticed a strange odor. He
also began checking for carbon monoxide levels. The
first one was over 300 ppm. Since the safe level is below
30, he wondered whether the tester was faulty. He
tried it again and got the same level. Campbell then
immediately opened windows, asked the resident to
shut off the heating system and advised her to get out
of the house.

The resident had told him that her carbon monoxide
detector had been going off, so she disconnected it,
believing that it was faulty.

Concerned that she might not keep the system off,
Campbell contacted the local fire department, which
immediately went over to the house. Once there, they
turned off the system and locked it down. Afterward,
they told Campbell that the CO levels were lethal and
if he hadn’t arrived when he did, she would have died.
There has already been at least one death occurred this
winter due to carbon monoxide poisoning.

The lessons in this story are numerous, Campbell said.
First, be sure that you have a carbon monoxide detector
in your home. Second, if you do have one, take it
seriously. Any indication that there’s a problem needs
to be reported immediately to your local fire department.

The good news for this client is that as soon as the
system was shut down, Cournoyer worked with the
state Department of Housing and Community
Development on securing funds that would allow for an
emergency heating system replacement. Within days
of Campbell’s visit, HAC had hired a contractor to get
to the woman’s house and install a new system.

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Mrs. Obama Responds to Shelter Client
One of the residents of HAC’s Carriage House family shelter in North Falmouth got a note in the mail  that is making
this year’s inauguration all the more special  –  a response to an email that she had sent to Michelle Obama. The
client, named Sue, had talked about her own life and her concerns about the future of the Head Start program, where
she had worked as a volunteer.

Following is the  response she received from Mrs. Obama:
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Nearly 200 families received a
merry  Christmas from HAC
this season, the result of an
outpouring of generosity from
staff and friends of the agency.

Office Manager Lynne Perry,
who manages the outreach,
said that 195 families – in-
cluding 447 children – received
presents that were delivered
the week before Christmas.
Every conference room and
hallway of the agency was
f i l l ed  w i th  toys ,  games,
clothing, boxes, baskets and
wrapp ing  paper  as  s ta f f
wrapped and decorated in time to make all the
deliveries by Christmas Eve.

The recipients were residents of HAC’s family
shelters, shelter graduates now in permanent
housing, and families that the agency is otherwise
helping through our many programs.

“We’ve never seen as much need for Christmas as we
did this year,” said Dolores Barbati-Poore, project
prevention director at HAC. “The number of people
who we were asked to help kept growing, growing,
and growing as the holiday drew near. Amazingly,
our supporters were more than happy to help.”

For over 15 years Attorney Michael Princi and his
family have been hosting a Christmas Basket Party
where colleagues, clients and friends of the Princis
are asked to provide gifts for a HAC family, children,
as well as adults.  This year the combined efforts of
the party yielded baskets of wrapped gifts for 60
families.

“The generosity of our supporters is almost
unbelievable,” said Perry. “We knew we would need
help with new families entering the shelters close to
the holiday, but even as we added new families to the
list, no one that we asked to help said no. They took
time out of their own busy schedules to shop, wrap,
and made it possible so that none of our children
would go without this year. It was inspiring.”

Enlisting supporters to buy the presents and bring
them to HAC was just the beginning. Once the
presents arrived, some had to be wrapped, and then
it was the turn of the HAC staffers who had identified
the families in need to pile the presents into their

cars and deliver them, being sure
that none of the children saw the gifts
arrive.

These were, after all, presents from
Santa. All of the families, groups, and
businesses that adopted one of HAC’s
families did so anonymously. Many of
the recipients do, however, write notes
of thanks, which HAC staff forward to
their secret Santa.

Many thanks to the HAC staff that
worked so tirelessly to be sure that all
our clients with children received
Christmas gifts this year.

Also a heartfelt thank you to Joanna Christopher of
Snows Home and Garden in Orleans, and Kelly Holzworth
from the MBL Ecosystems Center in Woods Hole, who
continue to decorate Giving Trees with the names and
wishes of 150 HAC children making their wishes come
true; to coordinator Kathy Pina, the parishioners of Our
Lady Of the Assumption Church in Osterville and their
youth group, some who have been assisting for more than
five years; and, to our newly found “guardian angels”
from The First Parish Brewster Church who at literally
the last minute joined in to help with two large families
and 13 children just entering our programs.

Generous Gesture Aids Shelter Families

When Carriage House, one of Housing Assistance
Corporation’s family shelters, lost electricity in
the snowstorm just before Christmas, Falmouth
Patrolman David Braga tried unsuccessfully to
find emergency shelter for the six mothers, seven
children and two infants who live there.  When he
could not, he negotiated a reduced weekend rate at
the Admiralty Inn in Teaticket and charged close
to $400 to his credit card.  He did so without the
thought of reimbursement, explaining to a local
newspaper that the children were freezing.  HAC
extends a special salute of gratitude to Patrolman
Braga.
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While the housing market is fraught with dismal news,
real estate watchers with a silver-lining outlook suggest
that now is prime time for homebuyers who qualify for
a mortgage to scout the best deals.

On the Cape, the median single-home price fell by about
13 percent in the first 10 months of 2008 from the same
period in 2007, according to The Warren Group.  To
encourage borrowing again, banks are dropping
mortgage rates to new lows.  These circumstances favor
first-time homebuyers in particular because they are
not constrained by having to sell one property before
they can buy another.

For them, Housing Assistance Corporation, which has
been offering houses for sale since the early 90s, can be
a valuable resource for finding an affordable home.

Affordable Homes
Currently HAC has about eight houses for sale at below-
market, or so-called affordable, prices.  These homes
were originally built by developers who, in order to
bypass local zoning restrictions, were required by state
law to designate 25 percent of a residential development
project as afford-able.  Such selected houses are sold by
a lottery system and their future sale price is deed -
restricted, that is, it will always be below - market.
Prospective buyers must have a household income of 80
percent or below of the area median income.

The houses that HAC is selling now have been purchased
previously through the lottery system and are for sale
by their current owners.  HAC is the deed-appointed
sales agent.

HAC Real Estate Director Gael Kelleher emphasizes
that affordable homes are no different in construction
and quality from any other home.  “You could be living
in a home valued at $300,000 that you purchased for
$180,000,” said Kelleher.  “We used to think that
housing always has an appreciating value.  We know
better now.  A house should be thought of as a safe,
stable and affordable place to live, not as a stock-market
investment.”
When an affordable home comes back on the market,
HAC staff refers to its Ready-To-Buy Waiting List for
potential purchasers.  Anyone may apply to be on the
list as long as they are bank- qualified for a mortgage.
Information about available homes is on HAC’s Web
site.

Purchase/Sale Program and Lotteries
Another HAC resource for home purchases is its
Purchase/Sale Program, which is partially funded

through local Community Preservation Act Funds.
HAC plans to purchase several open-market homes in
the towns of Barnstable and Dennis this year, refurbish
them as needed and sell them at below-market prices
as affordable homes.  The eventual buyers will pay
from $135,000 to $160,000.  The same buyer provisions
and deed restrictions apply as for other affordable
homes.

The first home that will be available through this
program is a two-bedroom ranch in Marstons Mills,
which will be ready this winter.

For prospective buyers who are interested in new
homes, several newly constructed houses are scheduled
to be sold by lottery this spring.  There are three 3-
bedroom single-family homes in Cotuit Meadows for
$160,000 and five homes of varying size at Gomes Way,
Harwich, for $140,000 to $172.000.  HAC will be the
lottery agent.

Lottery applications are available at HAC’s main office,
and at the libraries and town halls in Barnstable and
Harwich.  For more information about HAC’s current

And
please express your appreciation to our sponsors, who
gave us a significant boost in exceeding our goal.

We were lucky to be the recipient of several grants in
the past few months. Bank of America  presented us
with a $25,000 check to leverage the Interagency Council
on Housing and Homelessness grant (see page 1) . The
Cape Cod Foundation  has supported us for another
year through their Great Expectations Fund with
$20,000. To begin building a model “green” home at the
Community Green site in Sandwich, the Cape Cod
Five Charitable Foundation  awarded HAC $20,000.
