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A sobering assessment of the growing costs of serving more families
who face the threat of homelessness, in the face of inadequate
funding to do so, emerged at a recent Cape Cod legislative breakfast
in Orleans.  The program, organized by Housing Assistance
Corporation, Homes For Families and the Episcopal City Mission,
attracted a group of concerned citizens and housing advocates.

Among the speakers was State Sen. Robert O’Leary, who represents
the Cape and islands.  O’Leary, who was heading to Boston after the
breakfast to continue deliberating the state budget, conceded that
housing funding was “on the chopping block” in the budget under
debate.  He warned attendees that higher taxes were likely.

Allison Rice, HAC’s vice president of operations, emphasized that
the need for funding in support of homelessness prevention was
acute.  HAC’s costs in support of homelessness prevention since
July 2008 already exceed those in the previous fiscal year, according
to Rice.  She said the agency has turned away 100 people in the last
two months for lack of funds and that it is awaiting the delayed
distribution of new grant funding from the Interagency Council on
Housing and Homelessness.

New Green Team Evaluates
In-House Best Practices

As an advocate of energy efficiency in the home and the
workplace, Housing Assistance Corporat ion is
committed to implementing best conservation practices
inside its own office and facilities.  A newly formed
employee Green Team now meets regularly to identify
and recommend ways to most effectively maximize
energy and resource efficiency throughout HAC’s
operations.

“HAC wants to be the best community citizen it can be
and we’re beginning to adopt green behaviors in every
way we can.  This eventually includes recycling as
much as humanly possible, making all of our buildings
as energy efficient as possible and building only the
most energy-efficient buildings as possible,” said HAC
CEO Rick Presbrey.

General staff response to the idea of maximizing
conservation efficiencies is positive.  The starting place
will be the most manageable tasks, such as recycling
paper and plastics. The agency has already installed at
its West Main Street offices light timers in certain
communal areas, such as the lunch room and restrooms,
but the Green Team will be putting together a plan that
examines the use of light in conference rooms and
offices, particularly when those rooms are vacant. The
Green Team is exploring what else the agency can do to
reduce its carbon footprint.  It expects that the gradual
process of introducing energy-efficient initiatives will
yield an improved and more environment-friendly
workplace.

Libby Hayes, executive director of Homes For Families,
a statewide advocacy organization, said that currently
more than 2,700 families are homeless in Massachusetts,
at an annual cost to the state for shelter of about $120
million.  This represents more than three times what
the state spends on rental subsidies through its Rental
Voucher Program, a reversal of that ratio since the
early 90s, according to Hayes.  She urged that the state
budget for fiscal year 2010 maintain the $35.8 million
dollars necessary to preserve the 5,100 vouchers now in
use.  The state’s House Ways and Means Committee
has proposed cutting the voucher program by 45 percent.

On a more hopeful note, O’Leary said that he is
considering proposing new legislation to relieve
homeowners facing foreclosure by offering lending
agencies incentives to write down mortgages in jeopardy
to current market value, and then share in any future
home appreciation.

HAC CEO Rick Presbrey urged attendees to voice their
concern about homelessness to their legislators.  “Having
100 more people become homeless on the Cape because
of bureaucratic delays is unconscionable,” he said.  “We
are a hotbed of activists here.  It’s a group such as this
that’s going to do something about homelessness.”

I never did well in physics

 In physics, the “uncertainty principle” states that certain pairs of physical properties,
like location and speed, cannot both be known with precision at the same time. The more
precisely one is known, the less precisely the other can be known.

A related joke goes like this: An MIT physics student, late for a class, was speeding
toward school and was stopped by a policeman who asked, “Do you know how fast you
were going?”  The student replied, “No, but I know where I am.”

Understanding this principal is important in understanding strategic planning.  I know
things are always changing.  I know what we ultimately want to achieve in our
community – housing that is energy efficient, healthy, and durable for all. What I’m not
sure of yet is what trajectory will bring us, as an agency, to the point that we continue to make a positive difference
in the community, even as our community continues to change.

HAC is now undergoing a strategic planning process that has involved discussions among the staff, the board, and
a selected number of community leaders and friends. The process began in January and will be completed in June. 

The agency and its activities are always in motion. There is considerable momentum or speed. Strategic planning
necessarily is a snapshot of where we are and what we are currently  doing, what is going on in our community
that relates to and influences what we do, and, consequently, what we should  be doing to be as effective as possible.
What we’ve learned, not surprisingly, is that while there are certainly some shared viewpoints, the perspectives
on what we are doing, how we are doing and what we should be doing differ among our management staff, line
staff, community leaders, and board. Those differing viewpoints are essential to the strategic planning process.
How else would we learn?

Once all the data is assembled we will sort through it and establish priority goals that will direct our work for the
next four years.  It was a valuable exercise the last time we did this four years ago, and I believe it will be valuable
this time, too.

Some of the priorities that we are looking at include financial stability and strength, internal and external
communication, thought leadership, community sustainability, staff capacity, energy and, last but not least,
succession planning.

This is the one that, for some, seems a little sensitive. Several of the senior managers, including myself, are at
least 60 years old. I may not be here for the next strategic planning. Our goal is to use succession planning in
leadership at every level, where the strengths of the agency are protected and the weaknesses strengthened.

My father owned a business and when he retired he didn’t want to “sell his name” and so he closed the doors forever.
HAC is, in a way, my business, but the last thing I want is to close the doors when I leave. HAC’s work was begun
under me, true, but most of what HAC accomplishes, I hope, will be in the future. With hard work and the help
of our friends, this exercise will help us minimize the unknowable and overcome the uncertainty principle in
developing a strategic plan that will guide us in effectively responding to the need for sustainable housing in our
community.

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When President Obama recently stated that his
administration could see “a glimmer of hope” in the
economy, it hit a major cord with me because we see
evidence of that same glimmer in our Cape Community
Real Estate Program.

Cape Community Real Estate has been conducting
affordable housing lotteries for many years and as such
has seen several ups and downs of the real estate
market.    Not everyone realizes that the affordable
market is affected in the same way as the private
market.  When prices decrease and buyer confidence
disappears, it works the same for both markets.

However, here are several reasons we are beginning to
believe that now is the time to buy.

Some would say that the Cape’s market has already or
is soon to “hit bottom”, meaning that prices will stop
falling.   The real estate market is not unlike Wall Street
in that it’s impossible to really know when prices will
dip or increase. But we do know some things.

First, the median selling price is lower now than six
years ago.

Second, local lenders are actively writing mortgages
(refinances and initial sales) and the interest rates are
hovering at or below 5% for a 30 year fixed loan, no
points.   That means if you purchase a private market
home at the median price, your monthly payments
(PITI) will be $1772.

Th i rd ,deed res t r i c ted  a f fo rdab le  p r ices  a re
approximately $150,000 resulting in a monthly payment
of $1005 (PITI). And many new homes are coming into
the affordable market. (see page 5).

Fourth, the $8,000 tax credit for first time buyers is
available until December 1, 2009.  If you are a first time
buyer or haven’t owned a primary home in three years
and your income is under $75,000 (single) and $150,000
(married) you are eligible.  If you purchase prior to the
end of 2009, you can claim your credit on your 2009 tax
return or you can file an amended 2008 return.  There’s
also the possibility decreasing your withholding tax so
you can accumulate a down payment.  If you stay in
your home for three years, there is no payback.

It’s still a buyer’s market today.  The Barnstable
Housing Authority recently attempted to purchase a
foreclosed property but there were three investors in
front of them willing to pay more, according to my
colleague, Sandy Perry, Executive Director.

Each year HAC educates hundreds of households about
homeownership.

Getting Ready to Buy

HAC offers the first time buyer a few opportunities
to help them evaluate whether they are ready to
purchase. Our educational opportunities are open
to all; no income restrictions apply.

The First Time Home Buyer  educational sessions
run several times a year and educate buyers about
the buying process and will help buyers understand
where they are in the buying continuum. They’ll
learn if they have sufficient income, low debt and a
credit score of 680 or higher.

If people discover that their credit score is too low,
HAC offers Rebuilding Your Credit  that teaches
people how to read credit reports and provides
guidelines to show them how to rebuild their credit.

HAC’s Ready to Buy Wait List  can be accessed by
first time buyers by completing a one page
application and submitting a pre-approval from a
local lender.  This list is being used by HAC to find
buyers for our Barnstable and Dennis purchase/
resale programs.

Five homes are available in Barnstable and two in
Dennis. For more information about purchasing

Kenneth A. Hager of Kinlin Grover GMAC Home Services
said that we now have unprecedented market conditions
that universally favor the buyer.  While prices have
come down dramatically since 2005 (30+% in some
areas), interest rates are at or near all time lows.  Add
a gluttony of foreclosure and short-sale inventory and
you have what he and others refer to as a “perfect
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When real estate prices started falling in 2006 so did
developers’ interest in building affordable projects.
During 2006-2007 HAC only conducted four lotteries ;
this is in comparison to 2004-2006 when we were
conducting eight  to twelve lotteries per year.  Within
the last few months, five developers have contacted
us to say they are ready to start construction.  Thirty
potential buyers attended our most recent lottery
Information Session.

As of today, 28 brand new homes will become available
in Cotuit, Harwich, Sandwich, Falmouth and Bourne
in the coming 12 months.  Some of them will be
reserved for households whose income is 80% or less
of the Area Median Income. The prices of these homes
range from $150,000 to $170,000. Using mortgage
products available to first time homebuyers, monthly
payments will be approximately $1000-$1150 (PITI).

While a deed restricted home isn’t for everyone, it is
the right choice for many.

The current economic environment mandates that
most of us need to learn how to spend within our
means.  Lenders use the standard that buyers should
not pay more than approximately 35% of their income
towards housing costs. Buying a deed-restricted home
ensures that the buyer at least goes into the process
not spending more than they can reasonably afford.

For a number of years, we seemed to lose sight of the
fact that the most important reason for buying a
home is to provide ourselves and our family with a
secure, stable place to live. When the real estate
bubble was created, many people who really did not
have the means viewed the purchase of a home as a
way into wealth and borrowed as much as they
possibly could viewing it as an investment that would
pay off.  We now know that purchasing real estate
doesn’t necessarily guarantee a return on investment,

a gluttony of foreclosure and short-sale inventory and
you have what he and others refer to as a “perfect
storm” of buying conditions. Most economists forecast
a “leveling off” in housing markets this year.  While
prices are still in decline in a majority of Barnstable
County, many areas (Provincetown, Truro and Wellfleet
for example) are seeing appreciation already. Once
sellers are convinced a “bottom” has been reached, they
will be less likely to negotiate and offer concessions to

buyers as they are now.

Lastly, while prices continue to drop, the rate has
slowed considerably and it’s safe to assume interest
rates will only rise throughout the year.  In this likely
scenario, even if you purchased a home this summer for
less than what you would get it for now, you could very
well end up paying more for it in interest despite the
slightly lower purchase price.

Affordable Lotteries Have Returned

but it does provide access to safe and decent housing.

A home that is deed-restricted allows the lower
income buyer the security of home ownership at a far
lower monthly payment than if they purchase on the
private market.  When and if the owners find
themselves in a higher income bracket, the affordable
home can be resold and the owners will earn equity
at the same percentage of increase of the area median
income.

A buyer would have to earn approximately $65,000 -
$70,000 to purchase a median priced home under
today’s underwriting standards.  Based on the
affordable measure of 80% of the AMI and today’s
interest rates, buyers in this income category can
afford to purchase in the $150,000-$170,000 range.
Since homes in this price range will require some, if
not significant rehabilitation, first-time buyers need
to consider the cost of rehabilitation when thinking
about purchasing on the private market in this price
range.  The first time buyer can purchase a brand
new, deed-restricted home within the same price
range.

This is the second time that I’ve run
the Boston Marathon with my dear
friend and trainer, Pete Stringer of
Osterville. Joining us was freshman
marathoner Nils Ahlin of Hyannis.
Together, we are raising money for
the programs that support the
homeless  serv ices  o f  Hous ing
Assistance Corporation. So far, we’ve
brought in over $15,000 and I hope
that’s not the end.

Both Pete and Nils inspire me, but
not because of their ability to run
26.2 miles. Each has overcome
challenges.  Pete’s story is known by
now to many associated with HAC.
His battle with alcoholism, which
led to homelessness, was what
brought him into our offices to
spearhead a marathon effort to help
peop le  avo id  o r  ge t  ou t  o f
homelessness. He describes it as his
way of giving back.

Nils was one of the shining stars of Pete’s spring
running class. In two years, Nils has lost more than
120 pounds by dieting and running and taking care of
himself.  Both men saved their own lives, in part,
through running.

One of the benefits of
long-distance running
is that it allows for
plenty of time to think.
What I did during the
marathon, as well as
my t ra in ing ,  was
meditate or pray for
people I know who are
experiencing tr ia ls
and tribulations more
challenging than my
run. People who are
sick. People struggling
with alcohol or drug
addiction. People who
have lost their jobs or
homes. People who are
estranged from their
loved ones. People who
are broken-hearted,
lonely and hurt. But I
also think about the
people who bless me
with their kindness.

Family and friends, of course, but also
coworkers, business associates and my
dedicated running pals.

It occurs to me that there is an
incredible parallel between running a
mara thon and ge t t ing  ou t  o f
homelessness.  Ul t imate ly ,  each
requires the strength and determi-
nation of the individual to do what has
to be done. But crossing the finish line
is probably impossible without a team
of supporters. In the case of a mara-
thon, that team is made up of my kids
who are patient and flexible about the
impact my training schedule has on
family life. It’s made up of my running
mates who lure me out with the
promise of breakfast and push me on
the Service Road to run just a little
longer, just a little harder. It’s my
friends and coworkers who never fail
to ask how my run was or if I’m ready.
It’s the tens of thousands of fans who
line the road from Hopkinton to Copley

Square, clapping and calling out my name. With
homelessness, it’s about the case worker who makes
sure that the person is going to AA, taking his meds or
seeing her therapist. It’s the employment specialist
who helps the person look for the right job, get the job
and do what she has to do to keep it. It’s the housing
specialist who finds that apartment that is clean and
safe and that the person can actually afford. It’s even
the developer, building quality units that will give the
shelter graduate dignity as well as a place to call home.

It would be impossible to
thank all the people who
supported Pete, Nils and
me in our run to reduce
homelessness on Cape Cod
and the islands. Beyond
the HAC staf f ,  par t i -
cu la r ly  the  Resource
Development Department,
and our  consu l tan ts ,

Development Solutions of New England, this fund drive
could not have been a success without our sponsors:

Grant Writer Brings Creative, Expansive View to Fundraising

A longstanding commitment to social justice and a facility for raising money creatively landed Renée Roberts
in her current position as a grant proposal writer at Housing Assistance Corporation.

A Cape homeowner since 1975, Roberts grew up in her native
Manhattan, where she graduated from New York University and
Columbia University.  The daughter of a teacher and a clothing
designer who was a Holocaust survivor, Roberts says that sensitivity
to civil rights issues was part of the fabric of her upbringing.  She
became actively involved in nonviolent civil disobedience in support
of desegregation as a college student in the ’60s.

“The times were very compelling to me,” she said.  “I can feel
someone else’s pain.  I grew up that way.”

Roberts’ career has spanned both education and business, including
consulting for the Massachusetts Department of Education and
Cape Cod Community College.  She honed her computer proficiency
as an AT&T systems reseller and director of employee training for
Segue Software in Lexington.  She also picked up a graduate degree
in software engineering from Brandeis University.

These diverse working cultures fostered an understanding of
different ways of revenue-raising and also how creative partnering
between nonprofit and for-profit organizations can work to the
advantage of both.

Roberts was prompted to answer HAC’s search for a grant proposal writer in part because she wanted to use
her skills to become more involved in community activism.  She said that she perceived HAC as an agency
that is dealing with the issues of the day.

In her position, which focuses on securing grant money from nongovernment resources, Roberts searches
for compatible funding sources, such as private foundations that wish to support housing- and shelter-
related causes.  When she is satisfied that a potential funder’s interests are consistent with HAC’s mission,
she composes a detailed funding request that explains why grant money is needed and how it would be used
to benefit those whom HAC serves.

Roberts takes an expansive and creative view of her role.  “I look at my job as how do we make money.  I’m
interested in ideas about how to expand funding sources,” she said.

One innovation that she has initiated already is to register HAC as an approved charity on eBay so that eBay
sellers may designate a portion of their sales proceeds to HAC.  HAC may also list items donated to it on eBay.
Roberts launched HAC’s auction activity by listing three items from her personal collection of rare books,
including a set of 1911 Encyclopedia Britannica .

In fact, her keen interest in books and learning, and her familiarity with technology, prompted her to start
an online bookselling business with her husband several years ago.   After flirting with selling books on
amazon.com, Roberts identified a promising, revenue-yielding market of book buyers.  Now through her own
web site, roses-books.com, she sells rare and first-edition books from an inventory of more than 40,000 titles.
She and her husband also have an independent publishing company, Clock & Rose Press.

Roberts brings that ability to recognize and capitalize on potential to her new position.  “To say we can’t do
something because there’s no money doesn’t close the argument for me,” she said.  “I like to find a solution.”
